Branding and Usage Guidelines

Approved Uses

This infographic may be used in presentations, reports, websites and other
educational materials to explain the Community Care Hub model.

Always use the infographic in full—it may not be altered, cropped or shown
only in part.

The content and visual elements must remain intact; do not modify text,
icons or color schemes.

Prohibited Uses

Do not crop to show only a portion of the infographic.

Do not recolor, redraw or rebrand elements.

Do not remove logos or attributions.

Do not use elements from the infographic in unrelated contexts without
permission.

File Formats

Embedding the infographic in electronic presentations (e.g., Microsoft Word,
PowerPoint, PDF, or Google equivalents) should be done using the following
minimum file formats: PNG or high-resolution JPEG (300 dpi or higher).

For print: Use original high-resolution PNG or a PDF version.

Sizing and Readability

Minimum recommended width for readability:

o On screen: 1,000 pixels wide

o In print: 6 inches wide at 300 dpi
When resizing, maintain the original aspect ratio to avoid distortion.
For PowerPoint, use the “Lock Aspect Ratio” option when scaling.
Avoid stretching, warping or skewing.

Colors and Visual Integrity

Do not adjust or replace the original colors.
Do not apply filters, shadows or effects that change the look or clarity.
Avoid compression settings that cause blurriness or pixelation.



Thumbnails
e« Thumbnails of the full infographic are allowed for navigation or preview
purposes.
e Even in thumbnail form, the entire infographic must be visible—no cropping.

Placement in Presentations
e Place on a clean, uncluttered background to maintain legibility.
o Do not place over patterned or low-contrast backgrounds.
e Maintain a minimum margin of 0.25 inches (or 20 pixels on screen) around
the infographic so it stands apart from other content.
e Avoid overlaying additional graphics, icons or text onto the infographic itself.
